Felsefe ve edebiyat arasindaki iliski her iki disiplinin bagimsiz birer alan olmalarindan beri
devam etmektedir. Bu iliski diger herhangi iki alan arasindaki iliskiden daha derin, daha
kapsamli ve yogundur. Her iki alanin da birbirini karsilikli olarak etkilemesi, edebiyatin
felsefeci i¢in bir form olmasi, felsefenin de edebiyat¢i i¢in bir derinlik ifade etmesi bu bagin
ne kadar kuvvetli oldugunu gostermektedir. Ortak payda olarak dili kullanmalari, varolus
sorunlarini kapsamli bir sekilde ele almalar1 ve nihayetinde insani konu edinmeleri da bu
iliskinin yogunlugunu anlatan diger Onemli noktalardir. Felsefe tarihinin en etkili
filozoflarindan biri olan Sokrates’in felsefi diisiincelerinin yanm sira, felsefesini yasayarak
Ogretmesi ve demokratik Atina’da yargilanip idama mahkdm edilmesi onun diger diisiiniirler
arasinda farkli bir konuma sahip olmasmi saglamustir. ismet Ozel gerek hayati gerek
diisiinceleri gerekse sanatsal faaliyetleri 6zellikle de siirleriyle Tiirk diisiince tarihinde 6nemli
bir yer edinmistir. Siirlerinin felsefi muhtevasi analiz edilmeye deger goziikmektedir. Bu
baglamda, Platon’un Sokrates’in Savunmasi ile ismet Ozel’in Celladima Giiliimserken siiri
arasinda Orgii, icerik ve bigim bakimindan bulunan parallelik, iki diisiinliriin diger yazi ve
siirlerdeki fikirlerine de miracaat edilerek incelenmistir. Iki diisiiniiriin de sahip olduklar:
felsefi/elestirel bakis agis1 kendilerinin de toplum tarafindan elestirilmelerine ve muhalif bir
figiir haline gelmelerine sebep olmustur. Oliim, adalet ve yasalara itaat diisiinceleri agisindan
gergek adaletin 6limden sonraki hayatta saglanacagina inanmis ve insanlarin yaptigi yasalarla
Tanr’nin koydugu yasalar c¢atigmadikca uylasimsal yasalara itaat edilmesi gerektigini
savunmuslardir. ki diisiiniiriin icinde yasadiklari zaman, mekan, toplum ve politik diizen
arasinda blyiik farkliliklar olmasina ragmen, bulustuklar1 noktalarin, yukarida bahsedilen
benzerlikleri tasimasi, bizi, ‘evrensel insan’in zaman ve mekandan siyrilarak varligini ortaya
koydugu gercegine gotiirmektedir. Bir filozof olarak Sokrates’in, bir sair olarak da Ismet
Ozel’in varolus meselelerini degerlendirmelerinde birgok ortak payday: paylasmalari, benzer
algi, perspektif, kabul ve sonuclara erismeleri, felsefe ile edebiyat arasindaki iliskinin

yakinligin1 gézler oniine sermektedir.
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ABSTRACT

The relationship between philosophy and literature has been continuing since both disciplines
became as independent fields. This relationship is deeper, more comprehensive and intensive
than the one in any other two areas. In addition to the fact that these areas influence each other
mutually, literature is a form for the philosopher and philosophy means deepness for the man
of letters. The other important points which show the intensity of this relationship are using
language as a common medium, dealing with existential matters comprehensively, and ulti-
mately focusing on the 'human being'. Socrates, one of the most influential philosophers in the
history of philosophy, has a different position among other thinkers since, as well as his phi-
losophical ideas, he taught his philosophy by living and was tried and subjected to death in
democratic Athens. Ismet Ozel has acquired an important position among thinkers because of
his life, ideas and artistic activities, particularly his poems. His poetry is worthyto be ana-
lysed. In this context, the parallelism in Plato's Apology and Ismet Ozel's Celladima Giiliim-
serken in terms of patterns, content and structure have been investigated by applying to other
poems and prosaic works by and about these thinkers. The philosophical/critical point of view
they both have caused them to be criticized by the society and named as objector. They have
similar ideas about death, justice and obedience to the law. They both did not perceive death
as something scary, believed the real justice could be supplied in the life after death, and sup-
ported the idea that people should obey the laws made by human beings unless these laws
contravene with the ones set by God. Although there are important differences in the time,
place, society and political organization they lived in, that the points they share have the simi-
larities mentioned above takes us to the truth that ‘universal human being' realizes him-
self/herself by wriggling from time and place. That Socrates as a philosopher and Ozel as a
poet have much in common in their evaluation of existence, and reach similar perceptions,
perspectives, admission and results show the closeness of the relationship between philosophy

and literature.
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
