Abstract:Uterine papillary serous carcinoma (UPSC) is a histologie subtype of endometrial adenocarcinoma that is characterized by its papillary architecture, poor differentiation and advanced stage at initial presentation. UPSC is of particular interest because of the aggressive clinical course and poor prognosis associated with the disease. Here, we report on a case of UPSC with cervical and vaginal involvement.
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
