Abstract:Greek logic and Indian logic coincide with each other in many respects. Therefore there are three different views about their roots: Indian logic was derived from Greek logic, Greek logic was derived from Indian logic, or both evolved independently. After describing the systems of Indian philosophy, it is stated that Indian logic is called �Nyaya�. Some properties of �Nyaya� are given and then some similarities between �Nyaya� and Aristotle�s logic are explained. Last of all, categories of the �Nyaya� doctrine are explained.
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
